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Clubhouses offer free support to people who have serious mental health conditions living in NYC, 
regardless of their insurance, immigration or housing status, or criminal justice involvement history. 
Clubhouses are fun, safe and diverse places that can help people who join (members) with their  
mental health recovery and make friends.

Members take part in productive activities that help the Clubhouse run. During lunch, the evening and 
weekends, members can participate in recreational activities. Members can participate in activities 
and get services in person, or by phone or videoconference. Members also choose what they do at 
the Clubhouse, when they go and how long they stay a member.
