Benzodiazepines in New York City

e Benzodiazepines, such as Xanax®, Valium® and Ativan®, are central nervous
system depressants used primarily to treat anxiety and sleep disorders.

e Overdose deaths from benzodiazepines alone are very rare; however, when
used in combination with other central nervous system depressants, such as
heroin, opioid analgesics, or alcohol, benzodiazepines increase risk of fatal
overdose.

e In 2014, benzodiazepines were involved in 38% of unintentional drug
poisoning (overdose) deaths in New York City (NYC), an increase from 15% in
2000. Most (97%) drug overdose deaths involve more than one substance.

Non-medical use of benzodiazepines in New York City!

e In 2012 and 2013, an average of 168,000 (2.6%) New Yorkers aged 12 and
older reported non-medical benzodiazepine use — use without a prescription
or with a prescription in a manner other than prescribed — in the past year.

e The largest increase was among New Yorkers aged 26 to 35; the proportion
increased from 2.2% in 2010-2011 to 5.6% in 2012-2013.

Unintentional drug poisoning (overdose) deaths involving

e From 2000 to 2014, the rate of unintentional drug overdose deaths involving
benzodiazepines nearly tripled from 1.5 per 100,000 New Yorkers (95 deaths)
in 2000 to 4.4 per 100,000 New Yorkers (301 deaths) in 2014.

« Benzodiazepine-involved overdose deaths were found in combination with
other substances, including heroin (62%), alcohol (42%), opioid analgesics
(39%), and cocaine (31%).
