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it reduces access not only to Prospect Park but 
Eastern Parkway and major Class 2 bikeways like 
the 2nd/3rd Street corridors.  Restoring this link can 
promote safe, continuous bicycle access spanning 
whole stretches of Brooklyn.  This study will seek 
solutions that would better connect this historic 
Class 1 Greenway to Prospect Park via Park Circle.

This report provides historical and recent context 
with a literature review (Appendix A) describing the 
study area.  Land use, zoning, census and accident 
data are also included, in an attempt to provide a 
complete picture of the area.  A bicycle count, con-
ducted in late July 2008, provides new data about 
the riding patterns of cyclists in the study area.  
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
