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Alternative Issuance Procedure (AIP) Information for P-99   
 
This document provides the procedures to follow in order to obtain a Certificate of Fitness for Low PSI 
Oil Burner Operator (P-99), without a written exam administered by the New York City Fire 
Department.   
 
Application for AIP must be submitted by mail. If the application meets all requirements, a Certificate of 
Fitness will be sent to the applicant's or company’s mailing address within five business days.  
 
Applicants must understand that the Fire Department reserves the right to randomly call up to exam the 
applicants who are issued by AIP. Applicant who has failed the written exam will not be allowed to take 
advantage of this policy. 
 
1. How to Apply:  

 
If you meet the requirements below you can submit an application(s): 
 (a) Individually or (b) through FDNY approved employer’s designated coordinator.  
 
a. An individual applicant can submit his/her own application. (If you are an individual, you can only 

submit your own application.)    or             
b. A designated coordinator (DC) can submit application(s) on behalf of the company’s employees.  

The company’s authorized DC must be approved by FDNY. To request approval, email to

 A High Pressure Boiler Operating Engineer license issued by the New York City

 A Boiler Inspector from NYS Department of Labor  
 An Oil Burner Equipment Installer license issued by the New York City Department of 

Buildings

       FDNY also reserves the right to require the applicants to take a re-examination upon submission of    
       the renewal application. This Certificate of Fitness must be renewed every THREE YEARS. The   
       renewal fee is $15.
