I understand that if by the next lien sale*, I can neither furnish proof that I have filed all necessary and 
appropriate documents in a court of competent jurisdiction to confirm my ownership in the Property 
nor produce a judicial order confirming my ownership in the Property, I will not be able to enter into a 
payment agreement with DEP, and DEP may sell any overdue and unpaid water and sewer charges in a 
lien sale.
