Proposal

Safety — Complete Street Redesign

Street designs that include protected
bike lanes increase safety for all users

-15% drop in all crashes with injuries
-21% drop in pedestrian injuries

on streets where protected bike lanes were installed 2007-2017

Injuries to cyclists increase only 3%,
despite a 61% bike volume increase

Future Analysis: Addabbo Bridge

Addabbo Bridge & Cross Bay Blvd

Existing: On-street buffered bike lanes
« Adjacent to high speed bridge traffic
« Comfortable only for experienced cyclists
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Addabbo Bridge facing north




Future Analysis: Addabbo Bridge

Addabbo Bridge & Cross Bay Blvd

NY State DOT to review feasibility of updating bridge design to include separated bicycle path
» Direct route to Broad Channel & Rockaways
« Traffic calming on a wide bridge
