BICYCLE PLANNING

Bicycle Route Planning Criteria

The typical criteria employed to encourage more people to cycle are as
follows:

A Cohesive i routes are continuous; origins and destinations are
connected; integrated with other modes; freedom in route choice

A DIrect i provide a route that is direct as possible; minimize detours

A Safe I provides limited conflict between cyclists and other;
infrastructure helps prevent crashes

A Comfort - iimit stress level, annoyance, nuisance and delay; avoid
complicated maneuvers

A Attractive - individual decision in route selection based on the
specific travel purpose and can vary during time of day and trip purpose.
