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 Yellowstone Blvd  

1. Add new crosswalk and pedestrian signals on west leg of intersection 
2. Install additional traffic signal to increase visibility 
3. Install concrete curb extension in front of JHS 190 to shorten crossing and 

control vehicle turns 
4. Expand pedestrian island on east leg of intersection to make crossing 

ADA-accessible 
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Yellowstone Blvd and Austin St 

PLAN BENEFITS 

• Reduces speeding / calms 
traffic 

• Adds missing crosswalk 
and signal at busy 
intersection opposite JHS 
190 

• Safer, shorter pedestrian 
crossings 

• Upgrades existing 
pedestrian island to ADA-
accessible design 

• Responds to community 
requests
