Approval of Minutes




The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes of the meeting of the
Committee which occurred on June 5, 2012. A motion was made to adopt the resolution set
forth below with respect to such minutes.

Recommendation to Board — Approval of Issuance of Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid
Revenue Bonds

that it approve the issuance of the Authority’s Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid Revenue
Bonds (the “Bonds”) consisting of tax-exempt bonds. Ms. Kostik briefly described the structure,
terms and marketing of the Bonds. A motion was made to approve the resolution set forth below
with respect to such recommendation. The motion was seconded and, there being no objections,
approved.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the New York Public Authorities Law, the Finance Committee
of the New York City Transitional Finance Authority (the “Authority”) is charged with
reviewing proposals for the issuance of debt by the Authority and making recommendations to

the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee has received and reviewed a proposal for the
issuance of Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid Revenue Bonds; it is therefore

RESOLVED, that the Finance Committee recommends to the Board the approval of the
issuance of Fiscal 2013 Series S-1 Building Aid Revenue Bonds.
